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Development of a Learning Management Model Using Khunhan Muang Na Yu
(E-books) to Enhance the Reading Skills of Grade 4 Students in the Thai

Language Learning Area

Abstract

This research aims to: (1) investigate the current situations, problems, and
development guidelines for a learning management model using Khunhan Muang Na
Yu (E-books) to enhance the reading skills of Grade 4 students in the Thai Language
Learning Area; (2) develop and validate the learning management model
using Khunhan Muang Na Yu (E-books); (3) examine the results of implementing the
developed model to enhance students’ reading skills; and (4) investigate students’
satisfaction with learning through the learning management model using Khunhan
Muang Na Yu (E-books) in the Thai Language Learning Area. The sample group
consisted of 20 students from Grade 4/3 who were studying in the second semester
of the 2024 academic year at Ban Siri Khunhan School, Khunhan District, under the
Sisaket Provincial Administrative Organization. The sample was selected through
cluster random sampling. The research instruments included a questionnaire on
current situations, an interview form, a group discussion record form, an evaluation
form, a user manual for the learning management model using Khunhan Muang Na
Yu (E-books), a reading achievement test, a reading skills assessment form, and a
satisfaction questionnaire. Data were analyzed using efficiency (E1/E2), percentage,
mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The research results revealed that:
1. The study of the current situations, problems, and development
guidelines for the learning management model using Khunhan Muang Na Yu (E-

books) to enhance reading skills among Grade 4 students in the Thai Language



Learning Area revealed that students’ overall reading skill performance was at a high
level. However, most students still faced difficulties in reading, including lack of
fluency, limited understanding of word and sentence meanings, and inability to
summarize what they had read. These problems stemmed from the use of teaching
materials and reading resources that were not engaging or age-appropriate. In
addition, growing up in the digital age has caused many students to lose
concentration and interest in reading. The guidelines for developing students’ reading
skills emphasize the creation of instructional media, innovations, and books with
interesting and age-appropriate content, along with effective teaching techniques
that encourage motivation to learn and foster a love of reading.

2. The development and validation of the learning management model
using Khunhan Muang Na Yu (E-books) to enhance the reading skills of Grade 4
students in the Thai Language Learning Area showed that (1) the learning
management model consisted of five key components: principles, objectives,
learning management process, measurement and evaluation, and supporting factors
for learning management. The learning management process comprised five steps
under the PERAS Model: Step 1 — Preparation, Step 2 — Exploration, Step 3 — Reading
Aloud, Step 4 — Analysis, and Step 5 - Summary and Application. (2) The evaluation
results indicated that the model’s appropriateness was at a high level, while its
feasibility was rated at the highest level. (3) The efficiency of the learning
management model was found to be 82.33/81.78 (E1/E2), which met the established
criterion of 80/80.

3. The implementation of the learning management model using Khunhan
Muang Na Yu (E-books) demonstrated that (3.1) students’ reading achievement after
learning with the model was significantly higher than before learning at the .05 level,

and (3.2) the overall assessment of students’ reading skills was at a good level.



4. The results of the satisfaction assessment revealed that students’
satisfaction with learning through Khunhan Muang Na Yu (E-books) was at the highest

level (X = 4.53, S.D. = 0.58).
